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Using Your Card

By receipt of a Chelsea District Library card you agree
to comply with all library policies, pay fines and to
make good on any lost or damaged materials checked
out with this card. There will be a fee to replace lost or
damaged cards. Cards are renewed yearly and all fines
and fees must be paid at time of renewal.

You may “load”your library card with money to pay
for printing and copying services at the AAM machine
located on the 2nd floor. Library fines are separate and
must be paid at the Check Out Desk or online through
PayPal. Library cards must be presented for check out
services (cards loaded to mobile device apps will be
accepted.)

If you send a friend or family member to pick up your
materials, they must either have your library card

OR be designated on your account to pick up your
materials. If they don't bring your card, they may be
asked for picture ID.

Your PIN

When you sign up for a card you are assigned a

PIN to use when accessing the catalog or using our
Internet computers. It is usually the last four digits of
your phone number but you can request a different
number or change the number once you have an
account.
